SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Organizing Authority: Royal Bermuda Yacht Club (RBYC)

1. RULES

1.1 Races will be sailed under:

The "Rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).

RRS, Appendix D, Team Racing Rules, will not apply.

The provisions of the Notice of Race (NoR);

The provisions of these Sailing Instructions (SI’s); wherever there is a conflict

between the NoR and the SI’s, these Instructions shall prevail.

e The Prescriptions and Code of Conduct of the Bermuda Sailing Association 2009 -
2012. See SI, Appendix A.

1.2 All yachts shall comply with the ISAF 2010-2011 Offshore Special Regulations (OSR), for
Category 4.

1.3 The currant IRC Rules and Regulations shall apply to all yachts entered in this regatta.

1.4 For purposes of RRS 79 and RRS Appendix 1, this regatta is designated Category A for
yachts so classified by their class, rating system, national or international authority; and is
designated Category C for yachts so classified by their class, rating system, national or
international authority.

2. CLASSES & CLASS FLAGS

2.1  Yachts will be divided into classes. Each yacht shall race in the class to which it is
assigned on the scratch sheets. These sheets shall also assign a numeral designation for

each class. Each yacht shall display from her backstay, approximately six feet above the
deck, the numeral pennant corresponding to her class designation. This flag must be
displayed before the first warning signal of the first class to start and remain in position
while the yacht is racing.

Scratch sheets showing class assignments, ratings and class lists will be available at the
RBYC after 1200 on Thursday, 241 June, 2010.

NOTICES AND SIGNALS MADE ASHORE
Signals made ashore will be displayed from the port yardarm on the RBYC flagpole.

Notices, including race results, amendments and hearing schedules, will be posted on the
official notice board located in the Trophy Lounge at the RBYC. Amendments to the SI’s
will be posted before 0800 on the day they will take effect. Any change in the schedule of
races will be posted by 2000 on the day before it will take effect. Flag L will be flown on
the yardarm at the RBYC to signify such postings.

SCHEDULE OF RACES

Two races are scheduled on Friday, 25t June, 2010.
One completed race shall constitute the series.

CHECK-IN

Prior to the warning signal for the first race, all yachts shall check-in with the Race Committee
Signal Boat by passing astern and announcing their sail number. The Race Committee (RC)
will acknowledge by responding with the number heard. No check-in will be acknowledged
over VHF radio. Yachts retiring shall inform the Race Committee on Channel 73 VHF (RC
vessel name is “Cleopatra”.

STARTING SIGNALS
Races will be started in accordance with RRS 26, with classes starting at 5-minute intervals in

the order listed on the scratch sheets. The second race for each class will be started as soon as
possible after the finish of the last boat in the preceding race.

Time Signal

0955 Warning, Class 1 and Course Signal

0956 Preparatory

0959 One minute to Start, Class 1

1000 Start, Class 1 and Warning for Class 2 and Course Signal

And so forth, until the completion of the starts for all classes in the fleet.

Any yacht not starting within 10 minutes of her starting time shall be scored Did Not Start
(DNS). This modifies RRS A4.1.

STARTING LINE

The starting line will be between a staff displaying an ORANGE flag on the Signal Boat
and the apex of an ORANGE inflatable tetrahedral Mark. The RC may deploy astern a
‘Keep Off” buoy that shall be considered an integral part of the Signal Boat.

Yachts whose warning signal has not been made shall keep clear of the yachts in the class
whose warning signal has been made.

COURSES

Chart

The RC has used the Chart prepared by the Defense Mapping Agency Hydrographic /
Topographic Center, number 26344 for the purpose of designing these courses. The depths
are indicated in METERS. All areas in waters LESS than 5 meters deep, designated by the
5 meter contour line shaded in blue, including the passage between Darrell’s Island and
Dagger Rock form an exclusion zone for safe navigation. Yachts shall not enter these
areas. A Chart indicating the marks will be posted on the Official Notice Board in the
Trophy Lounge.

Course Signals

For the first races a numeral code flag indicating the Course Signal shall be displayed
under the Warning Signal for each Class Starting. For the second race a numeral code
flag indicating the Course to be sailed will be flown on the foredeck of the Signal Boat.
Marks will be rounded in order and left on the hand indicated. The bearing to the first
windward mark will be displayed on the course board on the Signal Boat on or before
course signals.

Courses

Courses 1 & 2 will be Windward/Leeward, six or four legs as indicated (excluding the leg
to the offset (Mark 2). See SI, Appendix B.

All Marks will be YELLOW inflatable tetrahedral buoys and shall be left to Port.

For Course 1 & 2, the start and finish will be to leeward of the leeward mark (Mark 3).
The leeward mark (Mark 3) is not a mark of the course on the first windward leg or the
finishing leg.

Course Numbers 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7 are “around the cans” races using both Bermuda
Government Marks and marks set by the RBYC Race Committee.

For Courses 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7 the Start Line and the Windward Mark will be as indicated for
Course 1 and 2 (see SI Appendix B). The Finish Line for Courses 3, 4, 5 and 6 will be in
Hamilton Harbour near the RBYC. The Finish Line for Course 7 will be in the Great
Sound to windward of Mark ‘99°.

Course 3: Start — Windward Mark (Port) — G (P) — H (P) - G (P) — KP1 (S) - E2 (S) —
KP1 (P)— L (S) —40 (S) — through Two Rock Passage — Finish.

Course 4:  Start — Windward Mark (S) — KP1 (S) - C1 (P) - E2 (P) - KPI (P)- G (P) - 99
(P)=L (S)—99 (S) - through Two Rock Passage — Finish.

Course 5:  Start — Windward Mark (S) - G (P) — H (P) - G (P) — KPI1 (S) - E2 (P) - G (P)
- L (S)—40 (S) — through Two Rock Passage — Finish.

Course 6: Start — Windward Mark (S) - H (S) - G (P) - KP1 (S)—E2 (S)—KPI1 (P)-L
(S) =99 (S) — through Two Rock Passage — Finish.

Course 7:  Start — Windward Mark (P) — H (S) — L (P) — KP1 (S) - E2 (P) - KP1 (P) - G
(P) — 99 (S) — Finish to Windward.

RECALLS

The RC will endeavor to hail each premature starter over Channel 73 VHF. This modifies
RRS 41. When a yacht is on the course side at the start (OCS) and fails to start properly,
she shall be penalized by having 20 minutes added to her finish time. This modifies RRS
A4.2

COURSE CHANGE

In the event of a wind shift on Course 1, after the race has started, the RC may move marks
and change distances for subsequent legs in accordance with RRS 33. The RC may also
attempt to announce the change on Channel 73 VHF; failure to do so will not be grounds
for redress. This alters RRS 62.1(a). The new mark will be a RED inflatable tetrahedral
buoy. Subsequent marks may be moved to maintain the original course configuration. For
a subsequent change, the new mark will be the original YELLOW mark.

GOVERNMENT BUOYS

Government buoys, when not specified as part of the course, have no required side, except
for safe navigation. Yachts shall not transit the passage between Pearl Island and the rocks
to the west and north of Hawkins Island. Attention is drawn to SI 8.1.

FINISH LINE

The finishing line will be between an orange flag on the Signal Boat or an Official Boat
and an ORANGE inflatable buoy.

TIME LIMIT

The time limit will be 2.0 hours for each class in Race 1 and 4.0 hours for each class in Race
2. Yachts failing to finish within 30 minutes after the first yacht in their class sails the course
and finishes will be scored Did Not Finish (DNF). This modifies RRS 35 and A4.1.

SCORING
RRS, Appendix A, Low Point Scoring System will be used.

Race 1; the scoring shall be based on a formula that converts the competitors corrected
time into a time on distance i.e. seconds / miles number and the competitors ranked in
order of the fastest sec / mile to the slowest sec / mile. POINTS will be awarded according
to ranking and these points will be used in the compilation of the overall scores in the
series.

Race 2; IRC results will be calculated based on ‘Time on Time’.

PENALTY SYSTEM

A yacht that may have broken a rule of Part 2 while racing may take a penalty at the time
of the incident by taking a 360 Degree Turn Penalty. This modifies RRS, 44.1.

PROTESTS

Protest forms will be available at the Duty Officers Desk at the RBYC. Written protests
shall be submitted to the Duty Officer at the Duty Officers Desk at the RBYC as soon as
possible but not later than 30 minutes after the Signal Boat ‘Cleopatra’ docks. The protest
time limit will be posted on the Official Notice Board.

Protest notices will be posted as soon as possible. Protest hearings will start as soon as
possible after the notices are posted. This notice is the ‘Notice’ required by RRS 63.2. The
International Jury (1J) will attempt to hear protests in the order of receipt. Representatives

of yachts who are parties to a hearing shall remain on call in the vicinity of the Duty
Officers Desk.

When a yacht has been involved in an incident that may be subject to protest, it is her
responsibility to check the protest notices at the end of the protest filing time to see if she
is cited in a protest. Failure of any yacht to appear when called for a hearing will be
considered by the 1J as grounds for proceeding under RRS 63.3 (b).

RRS 63.5 is modified by adding, “A protest involving contact may be heard by the 1J even
though the requirements of RRS 61.1 (a) and 61.3 have not been fulfilled.”

Decisions of the 1J will be final in accordance with RRS 70.4.
PRIZES

The Royal Bermuda Yacht Club will award the New York Yacht Club Trophy to the yacht
having the lowest overall score in the Anniversary Regatta, as well as prizes to the yachts
in each class having the lowest scores in the Anniversary Regatta. Prizes will be awarded
on Friday, 25™ June 2010 at Barr’s Bay Park adjacent to the RBYC, commencing not
before 1630 hours. Awards will commence as soon as possible upon completion of the
racing.
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18. NOTES

18.1 Competitors are reminded that the Great Sound has a restricted channel and sailing vessels
do not have the right-of-way over a vessel under power, which may be restricted in her
ability to maneuver.

18.2 All times herein are Atlantic Daylight Time. Bearings are in degrees magnetic and are
approximate. Distances are expressed in nautical miles and are approximate.

18.3 The Bermuda system of navigational buoys complies with [.A.L.A. — System B.

18.4 The New York Yacht Club, The Cruising Club of America and The Royal Bermuda Yacht
Club, their Officers, Members and Employees bear no responsibility for accidents, damage
or injuries to boats or their personnel in any way or from any cause during or related to The
Onion Patch Series 2010 or the R.Y.B.C. Anniversary Regatta 2010. Attention is drawn to
ISAF RRS 4 (Decision to Race)
